Subject: - Current duty charge of the post of Executive Engineer to Assistant

Engineer—reg.

The undersigned is directed to say that in view of the acute shortage in the

grade of Executive Engineer and to avoid disruption in the functioning of the
department, it was decided to allow current duty charge of the post of Executive
Engineer to Assistant Engineer in unavoidable circumstances. In super session to
earlier instructions issued in this regard, vide O.M. No. 23/1/2003-EC.I dated 4"
june, 2004 and O.M. No. 23/1/2003-EC.I (Part) dated 15™ march, 2005, the following
fresh guidelines for allowing current duty charge of the post of Executive Engineer to
Assistant Engineer are issued: -

1.

The concerned ADG of the region, i...e... ADG (ER), ADG (WR) and ADG
(SR) may call options from senior Aes, who have been granted A.C.P. in the
grade of Executive Engineer in the pay scale of 10000-325-15200 for holding
current duty charge to any vacant Division /Planning Unit under the Region,
including Hard Areas. ADG (NR) may call options for following current duty
charge for the Northern Region, including hard Areas, except in Delhi.

After receiving the options the concerned ADG of the Region, i.e.: ADG
(ER), ADG (WR) and ADG (SR), may allow current duty charge of the post
of EE in their respective Region, as per seniority of AEs who have given
options. ADG (NR) may allow current duty charge in his Region, except in
Delhi. Concerned ADG of the Region may allow current duty charges in
project Units under IBBZ, IBBR (M) Z, BFZ, BFLZ etc.also located in his
Region, by following the same procedures, described in (i) above.

. ADG of Region may divert the post of an AE to the unit where it is required,

if no vacancy of AE exists in that unit to accommodate the current duty charge
incumbent.

For allowing current duty charge of the post of EE to AE at Delhi, at present
practice of approval by Central Office Shall continue. That is to say, the
concerned Chief Engineer, may approach this Directorate, in unavoidable.



Circumstances and whenever such a proposal is submitted it may be ensured
in consultation with ADG (NR)/SE (Coord.) that the AE proposed to be given
current duty charge of the post of EE is the senior most AE at Delhi and is
drawing ACP in the grade of Executive Engineer, in the pay scale of
Rs.10000-325-15200.
